Open forums on proposed DC constituency boundaries 


The public consultation being conducted by the Electoral Affairs Commission (EAC) on its provisional recommendations on the boundaries and names of the constituencies for the District Councils Election in late 2003 will run until February 4.


An EAC spokesman today (January 21) called on residents to voice their views at the forums to be organized by the EAC for different constituencies on January 23 (Thursday) and 24 (Friday).


"We want to hear your views, no matter whether you agree to our proposals or not," he stressed. 


The EAC will finalise its recommendations on the delineation and naming of the 400 constituencies in the 18 Districts after considering the views collected and submit a report to the Chief Executive by the end of May. 


The public forums on the first day concern the constituencies in Hong Kong Island and Kowloon while the forums on the second day are for constituencies in the New Territories East and New Territories West. Different sessions are held for different Districts.
