Electors urged to vote in Mei Foo by-election on Sunday

Electors of the Mei Foo Constituency are urged to vote in the Sham Shui Po District Council by-election on Sunday, April 6 to fill a seat left vacant by the disqualification of one member.


The polling station is located at Mei Foo Sun Chuen Community Centre, Ground Floor, 38 Broadway, Stage II, Mei Foo Sun Chuen, Kowloon.  It will be open from 7.30am to 10.30pm for the 6,730 electors in the constituency to cast their votes.


Three candidates are contesting the poll:

(1) Mr Wong Tak Chuen, Joe, a Senior Producer

(2) Mr She Kwok Hung, Billy, a Subject Panel Chairman

(3) Mr Yeung Yiu Chung, a Secondary School Principal 


A spokesman for the Registration and Electoral Office (REO) stressed that it would take electors just a few minutes to vote.


"All they need to do is to show their identity card at the polling station, use the chop provided to stamp the ballot paper with a tick in the circle opposite the name of the candidate of their choice and put it in the ballot box," he said.


An election hotline, 2891 1001, will be in service from 7.30am to 10.30pm on polling day to answer enquiries relating to electoral matters, including the location of the polling station. 


The REO's complaints hotline 2827 7251 will also be in operation from 7.30am to 10.30pm on  polling day to handle complaints about breaches of the electoral guidelines. 


Members of the public are welcome to observe the counting of votes after the close of the poll.  The counting station is also located at the Mei Foo Sun Chuen Community Centre.
