Shorter polling hours
6.1

Shorter polling hours had resulted in savings of resources, had apparently no adverse effect on the turnout rate, and had enabled an earlier announcement of election results.  The Commission would review whether this practice should be adopted for future elections.

Close proximity of the polling station and the counting station

6.2

The fact that the polling station and the counting station being situated close to each other in this by-election showed advantages: minimal transportation time for ballot boxes and enhanced security.  The Commission would review the idea of having votes counted at the polling station after the close of poll in future elections.
